Family Worship Order:

Opening Prayer-

Reading and Reflecting on God’s Word- Genesis 8:20-9:17
God saved Noah and his family from the destructive flood. After many months on the water, God made the waters recede and expose dry land for all the inhabitants of the ark. Once Noah stepped off the ark, he made an altar and offered burnt offerings to God. God makes a covenant with all life which becomes known as the Noahic Covenant. A covenant is a binding agreement/promise. All the biblical covenants form the unifying thread of God’s saving work throughout Scripture, beginning explicitly with Noah and reaching fulfillment in the new covenant ratified through the blood of Jesus Christ. As you study this passage, make note of the significance of God’s covenants. These are binding and we can trust in His promises because He makes oaths bound against His own character. God is faithful and regardless of the circumstances in which we live, we can trust in His promises. We have two promises presented to us in scripture thus far; a future Redeemer/Savior (3:15) and no more worldwide destruction by flood (9:11). God has made a way of salvation. Even in all the evil and wickedness of the world, God saves those who turn to Him. 
Questions to consider or pose:

Ages 3-5: 
1. When Noah and his family got off the ark, what did Noah do? (Noah built an altar and burned an offering of thanks to God.)


2. What was God’s promise (covenant), and what did God put in the sky so that people could remember the promise (covenant)? (God put a rainbow in the sky to remind mankind that He would never again send a flood to cover the entire earth.)

Ages 6-11: 
1.After Noah left the ark, how did he worship God? (he built an altar to the Lord and offered burnt offerings.)

2.What command did God give Noah concerning animals? (Man was now allowed to eat them.)

3. God made a covenant with mankind and all living creatures. What was it and what was the sign? (God said that He would never again destroy the entire earth with a flood. The rainbow was to be a sign of the covenant.)
Closing Prayer: God of promises and fulfillments, we call to you today. As we look out at your creation, may we be reminded that it is you that sustain it. You are worthy of our devotion, obedience and service. Guide us today as we honor you and praise your name. Lead us away from temptation that snares us into sin and wickedness. Make yourself known to us today by your Word and your Spirit. Forgive us of our sins, merciful Savior. Take away the tension and anxiety that seems to be clothing the world at this moment. May you clothe us with your grace and peace. It is in your name and for your glory we ask, Jesus Christ.  Amen.
