Opening Prayer-

Reading and Reflecting on God’s Word- Genesis 1:26-2:3
Provide a quick review of all that was created in the first 25 verses. As you transition to verse 26 focus on mankind being the greatest of all God’s creation. The reason that we are the pinnacle of His creation is because we are created in His image. Since God is Spirit, it is not our physical appearance that mirrors God. So, what can it possibly be? We have the capacity to reflect the character of God. For instance, in verse 26, mankind is told what to do. “Let them have dominion over….the earth.” As image-bearers of God we are to be His stewards/servants here on earth and tend to His creation. We reflect His holiness, intelligence, morality, justice, love, righteousness, compassion, patience, kindness, etc. Yet, the reason that we reflect God’s image so poorly is because of the sin in our lives that blur that image. The only one to reflect God’s image perfectly was Jesus Christ who was fully God and fully man. Hebrews 1:3 says of Jesus, “He is the radiance of the glory of God and the exact imprint of his nature, and he upholds the universe by the word of his power.” For those of us who have placed our faith in the finished work of Christ, we have been “conformed to the image of Christ” and “are being renewed in the image of our Creator.” (Romans 8:29; Colossians 3:10) In essence, God’s children are even now being recreated into His image which will be made complete once we are in His heavenly presence.
Questions to consider or pose:

Ages 3-5: 
1. Who made man and woman? (God)



2. How are man and woman different from everything else God made? (created in God’s image)



3. What did God think of man and woman after He made them? (very good)

Ages 6-11: 
1. What does it mean to be made in God’s image? (We are like a portrait that reveals a glimpse of a greater reality. Like God we are relational, we had the capacity to rule righteously and justly, to love perfectly and to make right decisions without sinful influences. Those character traits were tarnished in the fall of mankind though.)

2. What responsibilities did God give man and woman? (Mankind was supposed to be stewards of God’s creation. We were to rule well and multiply through marriage.)

3. Since mankind has fallen and does not have the power to reflect God’s image properly, what is our solution? (Look to the One who is the exact image of God and never once failed to reflect the glory and majesty of God, namely Jesus Christ. Hebrews 1:3; Philippians 2:1-11)

Closing Prayer: Heavenly Father, we bow before you and marvel at your works. You made no mistakes in creation, but your creation has rebelled. Thank you for your Son who revealed to the world exactly who You are. We must see that we are not You and have failed to represent You. We reflect what is wrong with this world…sin. Please remove the sin that we continue to commit. Recreate us into Your image so that we may reveal hope and a future to the dark world we live in. Plant your seeds of truth in the minds of our children and loved ones, Lord Jesus. Do a great work among us all. Set us apart for Your glory, Lord Jesus. Fill us with hope, joy and purpose. It is for Your name and Your glory we ask, Jesus Christ. Amen!
