Opening Prayer-

Reading and Reflecting on God’s Word- Genesis 11:31-12:9
We begin today with an extended study of God’s calling and blessing of Abram. Abram is called out of a pagan society by God to take possession of a land and to lead a people to worship God. Abram wasn’t chosen because of anything he had done to deserve this role. Instead, he was chosen because God had a purpose that He would accomplish through this man. God continues to call people out of darkness and promises to bless them if they would but follow just like Abram. We bring nothing to God. We don’t offer a resume of accomplishments to God. We respond in faith like Abram to God. Consider closely that what was expected of those in the Old Testament remains the same for us today; faith in God and obedience to that faith.
Questions to consider or pose:

Ages 3-5: 
1. Where did Abram live? (Abram lived in Ur of the Chaldeans and in Haran.)


2. What did God tell Abram to do? (God told Abram to leave the place where people worshiped idols.)
Ages 6-11: 
1.What happened when Abram arrived in the land of Canaan? (God promised Abram that Canaan would belong to his children.)

2.What did God promise Abram? (God promised to make Abram a great nation; to bless Abram, to make Abram’s name great; to make Abram a blessing; to bless those who blessed Abram; to curse those who cursed Abram; and to bless all the families of the earth through Abram.)

3. What did Abram do after God promised him the land of Canaan? (Abram built an altar and thanked God.)
Closing Prayer: Heavenly Father who shows mercy, compassion and patience. We thank You that regardless of who we are, You still call us to Yourself. You, O Lord, grant us faith and obedience. We ask now for greater faith. We ask for a greater trust in Your promises during this difficult time. We plead for greater obedience through the work of Your Holy Spirit. May we go where You call us and trust in what You have promised us. Forgive us for our weak faith at times. Forgive us for our waywardness at times. Forgive us for not being a blessing to others at times. May this day and this day alone be on our minds as we live it to Your glory. It is in Your name and for Your glory we ask, Jesus Christ. Amen.
