Family Worship Order:

Opening Prayer-

Reading and Reflecting on God’s Word- Genesis 6:5-7:6
Man began to multiply on the earth and with them so did their sin. God’s image was stained by the sin of mankind. In fact, Romans 1 reveals what mankind did with God’s image and His worship. God had remained patient with humanity, but His patience was only so long. Because God is holy, He hates sin and must punish it. He flooded the earth to rid the rampant sin and to punish those sinners. Some may question why he didn’t drown all of humanity. Remember that in Genesis 3:15, God promised a Redeemer and Victor over Satan. It would be through Noah, that this promise would be kept. Emphasize the repercussions of sin to your children. Remind them that God’s patience has a time limit. While He is patient now with us we must repent and obey.
Questions to consider or pose:

Ages 3-5: 
1. Were the people who lived in Noah’s time good or bad? (They were bad and sinned a lot.)


2. What did God decide to do because people sinned a lot? (He decided to send a flood to destroy sinful men.)



3. Did God save anyone from the flood? Who? (Yes. Noah and his family.)

Ages 6-11: 
1.When God looked at the people on the earth, what did He see in their hearts? (Man was very wicked and evil. People only thought about evil things all the time.)

2.Why does man’s wickedness grieve God? (God hates sin because it is against His character and nature. All sin is against God.)

3. What three things do we learn about Noah that were pleasing to God? (He was a righteous man, he was blameless in his time and he walked with God.)

4. What plan did God have for Noah and his family? (In Genesis 6:13, God told Noah about the wickedness of man and what He was going to do. He commanded Noah to make an ark and said that he and his family would be saved by entering it.) 

Closing Prayer: Lord of all creation and keeper of the universe. We come to you today and thank you for your patience and love. We thank you that you have awakened us and given us life to live for your name. Direct our paths today. May your lifegiving Word remain ever with us. Reveal our wickedness. Show each of us, regardless of age, how we fail to obey you, sweet Savior. Reveal yourself to us. Grant to us, as you did Noah, protection in these uncertain days ahead. Grant us your grace we ask. It is to You and for You that we ask, in the name of Jesus Christ. Amen.
