Opening Prayer-

Reading and Reflecting on God’s Word- Genesis 27:1-38
Today we notice again Jacob taking advantage of his brother Esau. With the help of his mother Rebekah, Jacob goes even further by deceiving his father and stealing from his brother. The blessing that Isaac voiced was a custom of that day. The blessing was a kind of last will and testament that conveyed hope for the individuals life and family. It was irreversible. For those of the faith, it also conveyed God’s will on one’s life. Unlike the blessing that earthly fathers may place on someone, we find the greatest blessing from God the Father through His Son Jesus Christ. He offers to bless us with forgiveness, justification, eternal life and promises for this life. This blessing that God offers isn’t limited to just one person, but for all who would trust in Jesus Christ alone for salvation. Unlike Jacob, no one will be able to lie, cheat or steal to receive God the Father’s blessing. You must fall under His Lordship and care to be blessed beyond measure. 
Questions to consider or pose:

Ages 3-5: 
1. Who did Isaac want to bless? (Esau even though Esau despised the birthright.)


2. How did Jacob get the family blessing? (Jacob wore Esau’s clothes and put goat hair on his arms.)
Ages 6-11: 
1. What did Rebekah and Jacob do when they heard that Isaac was going to bless Esau? (They tricked Isaac into thinking that Jacob was Esau.)
2. Was it wrong for Rebekah and Jacob to deceive Isaac? (Yes.)

3. Is there a greater blessing than what a parent can give a child? (Yes. God the Father’s blessing placed upon us by faith in His Son, Jesus Christ’s finished work. Acknowledging and turning from our sin and placing our faith and hope in Jesus Christ will automatically bless us beyond measure.)
Closing Prayer: Gracious Lord and Creator, we come before You praising Your name. You created this day and the lives that we live. We praise Your goodness. Relieve us of our participation in this world’s brokenness. Remove from us the sin that has blemished Your perfected works. Lord, remind us that believe the many blessings and promises that You have made and shower upon us now. May Your worship and praise begin here in our home. Set us apart for Your glory, Lord Jesus. Fill us with hope, joy and purpose. It is for Your name and Your glory we ask, Jesus Christ. Amen!
