Genesis 2:15-17; 3:1-15
Family Worship Order:

Opening Prayer-

Reading and Reflecting on God’s Word- 2:15-17; 3:1-15
Today you will want to fill in some blanks for what has happened since the creation of mankind. God has placed Adam and Eve (the first two humans) in a perfect garden called Eden. They have been tasked with caring for it and ruling over it. They were given access to eat the fruits of any tree except that of the tree of knowledge of good and evil (2:15-17). This was the only rule they had. At this point you may want to stop and ask your children what do they think Adam and Eve will do? Obey or Disobey?
As you approach chapter 3 keep in mind that in sinning just this one time it throws all of creation into chaos. The first recorded words out of both Adam and Eve after eating the fruit of the forbidden tree were those of finger pointing. Do you see that sin has always attempted to deflect its focus, blame and wretchedness on someone or something else? Sin always leads to separation. We already see this perfect marriage being affected by sin. We see sin causing separation between mankind and God. We see sin causing separation between mankind and creation. In Christianity, this act of sin is what is known as ‘The Fall.’ Because of Adam and Eve’s sin, their nature changed and because we are all descendants of Adam and Eve, we have inherited this sin nature. We all deserve what God’s holy character requires…Justice.

But God in His mercy and love, even after Adam and Eve rebelled, provides grace through the promise of redemption found in 3:15. It is in this verse that we read for the first time the promise of Jesus Christ. We do not know His name at this point, but all of the Old Testament saints looked forward in hope and faith to this Savior that God promises will destroy Satan and the penalty of sin for those who place their faith in this Victor, Jesus Christ.

Questions to consider or pose:

Ages 3-5: 
1. What could Adam and Eve eat in the garden of Eden? (Fruit from all trees but one.)



2. Who lied to Eve, saying that she would not die? (The serpent, Satan)



3. Did Adam and Eve eat from the forbidden tree? (Yes, and this was sin. )

Ages 6-11: 
1.What was the one commandment that Adam and Eve had to obey when God put them in the garden? (Do not eat from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil.)

2.How did the serpent tempt Eve? (First, the serpent began to place doubts about God in Eve’s
mind by having her question God’s character. Then he told her a lie and said that she would not die if she ate from the tree.)

3. In what way did Adam and Eve immediately die after they ate from the tree? (Spiritually. 
Eventually they died physically as well. They were separated from God in a way that they hadn’t been before. A wall of sin was erected between God and them.)

4. What ultimate promise did God provide mankind? (God promised a Savior who would 
triumph over sin and Satan.)

Closing Prayer: Gracious God who reigns from on high. Thank you for giving us a new day. Thank you for your grace, mercy, love and kindness. Thank you for being gracious when we surely don’t deserve your blessings. As we have read of the perfect couple that you created who were very good, but rebelled against your holy character, we are reminded of sin’s consequences and of your way of escape. May the patience you showed to Adam and Eve continue upon my family. Please reveal the hope of the finished work of Jesus Christ to all my family and may they submit to Your Lordship. Forgive us of all our sins, sweet Jesus. Help us commit to obedience and holiness. Guide us in the uncertain days ahead. May we love with your love and serve with your humility. Thank you again for another day to glorify Your name. It is in the name of mankind’s only hope, Jesus Christ, we pray. Amen.
